Following this, they
completed some tricky programming fo make a timer that
counted down from a set time. Once completed, they then
debugged and edited their design. They were able to
display a symbol after the timer had counted such as an
alien or heart. They even managed to make the microbit
timer play music, giggle and say hello when shook!
Excellent teamwork and resilience shown!

The class worked really hard to create logos that match
their mindful, microbit timers! The children used
sketchpad to layer clipart and create an effective logo.
